Lutheran History 

Julian of Norwich, died around 1416. When she was 16, she reported visions that she lat-
er compiled into a book, Sixteen Revelations of Divine Love, a classic medieval mysticism.  
Nicolaus Ludwig von Zinzendorf, hymnwriter, died 1760.  He is remembered for writing 
hymns characteristic of his Pietistic faith, including “Jesus, still lead on”.
